	PP attainment has improved from Autumn 2015 to Autumn 2016 in mid-year group teacher assessments. In all subjects and combined (Reading, Writing and Maths) a greater percentage of PP pupils are now working at or above age expectation.

At end of KS1 outcomes for PP children are at or above other pupils nationally. ( See Below)

Whilst outcomes for PP children at KS2 in 2016 were below other pupils nationally they were broadly in-line with PP children nationally. (See Below)

	Year 1 Phonics - Whilst this year Y1 PP pupils were slightly below PP pupils nationally (67% PP - representing 1 pupil below) by the end of Year 2 outcomes compare favourably with national PP and Non PP (100% PP).

PP children were in line with NON PP 
KS1 - Attainment for PP pupils in Reading, Writing and Maths exceeded Non PP pupils at the end of KS1. 

In Reading, Teacher Assessment judged all PP pupils at the Expected Standard. In the test, they achieved an average scaled score of 101.7 compared to Non PP pupils whose average was 100.7.

In Writing, 3 pupils were assessed at Working Towards the Expected Standard and 7 met the Expected Standard. This also compared well to Non PP pupils. 70% of PP pupils were at the Expected Standard or Greater Depth compared to 61.7% of Non PP.

In Mathematics, 90% of PP achieved the Expected Standard or Exceeded compared to 66.7% of Non PP pupils.
